Relocation Request

You have requested that I vacate my apartment and relocate to another apartment on _______ in order to permit you to perform work in my unit that it part of a large ongoing capital improvement project.  In correspondence to other tenants in the building the project has alternatively been represented as a Window Replacement and Façade Repair project or a mandated deleading program.  As you might imagine this inconsistency, along with the potential health implications if it is a deleading project, is causing me great concern. 

Whether or not the project is a mandated deleading project, in accordance with Massachusetts General Law Section 111, Part 197A I should have been provided at the time of my lease execution with documentation as to the existence of lead in the building and my unit, including:

a copy of the materials and standard form completed pursuant to paragraph (1) (of the statute); (ii) a copy of the most recent lead paint inspection report, letter of interim control, letter of compliance or abatement plan applicable to the dwelling unit and to the common areas or exterior surfaces of the residential premises.  G.L. c. 111, §197A(d)(2).

No reports, letters or other building or unit specific documentation was provided to me.  The documentation you did provide failed to meet the requirements of the statute.  I am deeply concerned about your failure to provide such required documentation and would like to know why such documentation was not provided to me as required by the Massachusetts General Law.  If you had revealed such information at the time of my lease execution I would not have entered into the lease and commenced tenancy in the building.  

Upon receiving such documentation as mandated by the statute, and given an adequate time to review it with my attorney, I will be happy to permit construction and relocate to the extent that I am required by law to do so.  If such documentation is not provided I can only assume that the project is not a mandated deleading program and you have no right to force me to vacate my apartment and relocate elsewhere.

If the project is not a mandated deleading program I would like to know what compensation and protections related to the relocation are to be provided to me for my loss of use of my unit and your breach of my right quiet enjoyment. Please provide me with written documentation addressing these compensation and protection issues.  If I determine that what you have provided me is sufficient, I will relocate as requested.

Again, I am not refusing to relocate.  I am willing to permit access for your project and to relocate if you provide me with documentation that I am required by law to do so. Unless and until I receive such information I do not intend to relocate simply to facilitate your Capital Improvement Project to upgrade the building and prepare it for sale.
